After a short walk to the top of our groomed sledding area, the

tube will hurtle you back to the bottom…again, and again, and

again.  The speed may take your breath away, but not to worry –

it’s a quick run with a forgiving “landing pad.”  No stumps or

rocks to bounce over, no trees to run into.  Just you, a tube, and a

chute of slippery white stuff to slide down.  And once you’ve

exhilarated yourself to the point of collapse, come on back to the

Wilderness Outpost and we'll “cool” you off with a delicious cup

of hot cider or cocoa.
